When disaster survivors see TBM trucks coming down their street, they know help is
on the way. More so, they know God is sending people who care about them.

"God's vehicles," Larry said as a TBM team arrived at his Dallas-area home after it
flooded.

TBM volunteers worked for days removing wet drywall, flooring and furniture. Shortly
after, they returned to rebuild the man's home, making it safe and secure again. As
they worked, they led him to faith in Christ.

With little more than the clothes on their back, thousands of Ukrainian women and
children wait hours in line to cross into Poland as part of the largest movement of
people in Europe since World War Il. They shuffle their feet quietly, even
apprehensively, toward an unknown future in an unfamiliar country.

They're shocked by what they find. Their home country has been invaded. Their
homes have been destroyed. But Polish Baptist churches are greeting them with
open arms with the help of their Texas friends.

Within days of Russia invading Ukraine, TBM leaders were serving on the ground in
Poland as more than 3.5 million people fled into the country. AlImost overnight,
churches were turned into shelters. Warehouses became distribution centers. God's
love abounded.

In a small, rural village in Ghana, a preacher's words echo across a field filled with
people. For days, villagers watched as a new water well was drilled and installed. For
the first time in their lives, the entire village would have clean drinking water.

As the preacher dedicated the well, he celebrated the effort. And he shared about the
life-changing love of Christ, who made the well possible through TBM Water Impact.
At the end of the time together, several hands shot up when the preacher asked if
anyone would like to commit their lives to Christ.

A nice, neat bed doesn’t excite a lot of people. But when you're a child who has never
had a bed, it's the best Christmas present ever.

A TBM mission team helped literally elevate children in financially struggling families
living in unincorporated colonias in the Rio Grande Valley. They built beds and gave
them away during the days leading up to Christmas. Most of the children were
sleeping on the ground and fighting over blankets before the TBM team provided
beds, mattresses, sheets and pillows.

"This is the best Christmas present I've ever received," an elementary-age girl told the
team upon seeing her bed for the first time.

Whether they want to serve far from home or on their campuses, churches are finding
ways to share God's love through TBM ministries. Congregations participated
through mission trips to Texas, Honduras and Peru, while others put together First
Step Kits and Messages of Hope to help people after disasters.
